Poster Presentation Guidelines

Please read the following guidelines and information before you begin to create your poster presentation. Give considerable thought to the design and presentation of your poster to make sure that it stands out as an attractive and informative presentation. You want to be certain that the 'reader' of the poster comes away with a clear understanding of your research.


Display Area A1 (594 mm x 840 mm, orientation portrait)
Your Poster Presentation Should Include:
· The paper title and all authors at the top of the poster 

· A brief introduction, goals, experimental detail, conclusions, and references (make sure this information is presented in a logical and clear sequence) 

· Explanations for graphs, pictures, and tables.

Poster Session
· A poster author or coauthor is required to stand by the poster during the scheduled poster session to answer questions from attendees 

· It is your responsibility to remove your poster at the end of the session
